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Tim O’Keefe, Acting Artistic Director

A native Houstonian, Tim O’Keefe was awarded a scholarship to Houston
Ballet Academy in 1981, joined the company one year later, was promoted
to Soloist in 1985, and was named Principal Dancer in 1995.

In 1997, Houston Ballet Artistic Director Ben Stevenson created the title
role of Dracula for Tim. He has choreographed works for Houston Ballet’s
Cullen Contemporary Series and for Houston Ballet Academy, as well as
Love Thing, Ragtime Dance, and Violin Concerto in D for Texas Ballet Theater.
Tim joined Texas Ballet Theater in 2002 and was named Acting Artistic
Director in 2022.

Vanessa Logan, Executive Director

Vanessa Logan has over 20 years of experience in arts administration.
For the past five years, she has served as Texas Ballet Theater’s Executive
Director, overseeing the administrative functions of the organization.

She is a lifelong advocate for community and education arts programs,
and is especially committed to building youth engagement in the arts. As
a former resident teaching artist for the Connecticut Commission on
Culture and Tourism, Vanessa authored and implemented several dance
and academic syllabi. She has served as the Executive Director of American
Repertory Ballet, NJ; Chief of Staff of Boston Ballet, MA; Director of
Education and Community of The Palace Theater, CT; and Administrative Director of CT Dance
Theatre, CT.

Vanessa has presented arts administration workshops and guest lectures at the University of
Connecticut, Simmons College, Southern Methodist University, and The Juilliard School. She is
a member of Dance/USA Constituency Committee and an executive volunteer for the Prison
Entrepreneurship Program based out of Dallas. She is also a volunteer for EDGE — Empowering
Dignity in Girls Everywhere.Vanessa attended The Juilliard School and holds a Bachelor of Arts in
Dance Movement Therapy from Goucher College, Maryland.

Ben Stevenson, O.B.E, Artistic Director Laureate

Ben Stevenson, a native of Portsmouth, England, received his dance training
at the Arts and Educational School in London. He appeared with the
Royal Ballet and English National Ballet where, as a principal dancer, he
performed lead roles in all the classics. He has received numerous awards
for his choreography,including three gold medals at the International Ballet
Competitions. For his contributions to international dance, Mr. Stevenson
was named an Officer of the Order of the British Empire (O.B.E.) by Queen
Elizabeth Il in December 1999. In April 2000, he was presented with the
Dance Magazine Award. In 2018, Mr. Stevenson was acknowledged by the
Chinese government as one of the most influential Foreign Experts in the past 40 years since China
initiated its policy on Reform and Opening Up. Mr. Stevenson assumed the artistic directorship of
Texas Ballet Theater in July 2003. In 2022, Mr. Stevenson was named Artistic Director Laureate in
recognition of his lengthy tenure. Previously he served as artistic director of Houston Ballet (1976-
2003), elevating the company from a regional troupe to an internationally acclaimed ensemble.
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Li Anlin, Assistant Artistic Director

Mr. Li was born in Nanjing, China. At age 13, he began training with the
Beijing Dance Academy and graduated to the Young Dancers Company
where Mr. Li first met and worked with Mr. Stevenson. In 1982, he joined
the National Ballet of China as a soloist. In 1985, Mr. Li was invited by Ivan
Nagy to join Ballet de Santiago in Chile as a Principal dancer. In 1989, Mr.
Stevenson invited Mr. Li to join Houston Ballet as a soloist. During his 21-
year career, Mr. Li performed classical and contemporary pieces all around
the world working with many notable figures of the dance world. Mr. Li
retired from the stage in 2000 and became Ballet Master at Houston Ballet
before coming to Texas Ballet Theater in 2003. Mr. Li has been Assistant Artistic Director of Texas
Ballet Theater since 2005.

Anna Donovan, Principal Rehearsal Director

A native of Ireland, Anna Donovan won a scholarship to train at the Royal
Ballet School in England when she was ten years old. From there she
joined the Elmhurst Ballet School. After performing in Kaiserslautern,
Germany she joined the Irish National Ballet in 1973 and was rapidly
promoted to Principal Dancer.

Ms. Baylis studied Theatre Design at the Central School of Art and Design in London. Her first
work for theater was with Ralph Koltai on the Royal Shakespeare Company productions of The
Jew of Malta and The Merchant of Venice. Her long-standing association with Ballet Rambert began
in 1966 with Norman Morriece’s Realms of Choice. Since then, she designed over thirty works

for the company, including Glen Tetley’s Murderer Hope of Woman, which was based on Oskar
Kokoschka’s Morder Hoffnung Der Frauen and received the 1983 Tennent Caledonian Award. Ms.
Baylis also created designs for the world premiere of Ben Stevenson’s Image and Glen Tetley’s Lux
in Tembris for Houston Ballet.

Joseph Horovitz, Composer (1926-2022)

Joseph Horovitz was born in Vienna, Austria, in 1926 but settled in England in 1938.After
receiving a music degree from Oxford, he continued his studies at the Royal College of Music in
London and with Nadia Boulanger in Paris.While in Paris, he made his first contact with ballet,
playing piano rehearsals for Boris Kochno. He became music director of the Bristol Old Vic
Theatre in 1950; after two seasons he was appointed conductor of the Ballets Russes, which
was on its final tour of England under the guidance of Serge Grigoriev (Diaghilev’s original ballet
master). For the Ballets Russes, he composed his first major ballet score, Les Femmes d’Alger,
premiering at London’s Festival Hall in 1952.The following year Anton Dolin commissioned
Horovitz to write the music for Alice in Wonderland, London Festival Ballet’s contribution to the
coronation celebrations. In all, Horovitz, who died in 2022 aged ninety-five, composed twelve
ballets, including Concerto for Dancers for the Edinburgh Festival; Miss Carter Work Pink for Britain’s
Northern Ballet Theatre; and a complete revision of the score for Giselle commissioned for the
Royal Ballet in 1990. Alice in Wonderland has had many international revivals, notably by Houston
Ballet in 2007 and 2017 by Texas Ballet Theater with choreography by Ben Stevenson, O.B.E.
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Tony Tucci, Lighting Designer

Tucci has served as resident lighting designer/director for Texas Ballet Theater
for over 30 years, resident lighting designer for Ballet Austin’s repertory and
Bruce Wood Dance. Recently designed Flemming Flindt’s Phaedra Ballet for the
Mariinsky Theatre in Vladivostok, Russia. Tucci created the lighting designs for
Bernstein’s Mass at the Long Center in June 2018.In September 2018, Tucci
designed a new production of Cinderella, choreographed by Ben Stevenson

for the National Ballet of China.Tucci has created designs for national and international dance
companies: Mejia International Ballet,Washington Ballet, Houston Dance Salad, Pittsburgh Ballet
Theatre, Colorado Ballet, Cincinnati Ballet, Ballet West, Cirque Ziva-Golden Dragon Acrobats,
Royal Danish Ballet, Winnipeg and Swedish Ballets, Hong Kong Ballet, Singapore Dance Theatre,
Ballet Contemporaneo de Caracas, Christopher Bruce’s Kingdom- Geneva Ballet, Flemming
Flindt’s Caroline Mathilde and Lucifer’s Daughter-Royal Danish Ballet. Tucci has designed for
musical theater; including Austin productions of Damn Yankees, Carousel, West Side Story, Annie,
Gypsy, Jesus Christ Superstar, The Music Man, Oklahoma, A Chorus Line, The Sound of Music, and
productions of Dames at Sea in San Francisco and at the Goodspeed Opera House. For

1996 Summer Olympics, Tucci designed for the Cultural Olympiad, showcasing national and
international companies. He is the recipient of two Iden Payne Awards and Critics Table awards
for lighting in Austin.
